Garbage & Recycling

Additional garbage costs can be avoided If everyone flattens cardboard
boxes before putting them into recycle containers and no one abandons
any items on the ground. The garbage collection vehicles will not pick any
items from the ground, and if their access is blocked may refuse to take
the dumpster out of the enclosure. This is an ongoing problem, especially
around dumpster number 3.

Walking Safety
Some areas of the roads at The Vineyards of Saratoga are VERY dark. When talking on or near the road please be ex-

tremely cautious. Wearing light color clothes and caring, or wearing, some kind of light so you are more easily seen is
also highly recommended

Please do not leave food (including bird seed) or water outside. This attracts all kinds of pests

A lot of our citrus fruit will soon be ripe!
It's that time of the year but please remember, one of our Operating Rules is:

4.2 Flowers or fruit in the common area shall only be picked if the Resident takes care not to damage the
plant and leaves adequate blossoms and fruit for other Residents to enjoy.

This means you could possibly be fined for picking more than a few. And we now have cameras on some of the trees!

The fruit will last on the tree quite a long time for all to enjoy over time. If you need more than a couple, please purchase
them at the store.

A simple tug or twist will release a ripe piece of fruit. If you have to cut or break the branch to obtain the fruit, it’s not
ripe yet. The Meyer lemons will turn a darker yellow/orange before they are ready to be picked. A lot of our limes have
turned yellow — but they are still imes. If you are unsure what kind of tree it is. The trees have a silver tag low on the
tree identifying what kind of tree it is.
