1. Frank Hedges discussed the three (3) dumpster abuse violations by the tenants of unit 19310. The owner, Sami Sharaiha, attended the hearing. Frank recommended that the Board find the owner guilty of the dumpster violations and fine him $300 for the three offenses. Jim Foley made the motion to fine the owner $300.00. Steve Gillen seconded the motion and it passed. 

2. The Board discussed the on-going problem of (19216) Jeanne Snow’s barking dogs. Frank Hedges reviewed the terms that the Board had previously assigned to Jeanne Snow to be in compliance with the Board’s decisions that were made in previous Board meetings.  Steve Gillen and Laurel Stoner will once again try to call on Jeanne Snow to discuss this very serious issue and report back to the Board. 

3. The hearing for Daniel Hoffman of 19403 was discussed. Mr. Hoffman was not in attendance. Frank Hedges reviewed the case against Mr. Hoffman – He violated the basic vehicle speed laws of the Vineyards of Saratoga HOA

on several occasions. Mr. Rowan Hoose of 19235 testified that Mr. Hoffman was speeding at 40 to 50 MPH in front of Mr. Hoose’s residence several times. Jim Foley of 19627 testified that on one occasion he saw Mr. Hoffman in a gold Toyota speeding past his unit at what Mr. Foley thought was 35 – 50 mph. The Board deliberated the issue and decided to fine Mr. Hoffman $2,610.00.
